Annulments

In the practice of Catholic marriage courts, an
annulment is a decision that the apparent marriage
was null from the start. It declares that since there was
no sacramental marriage, there is no marriage bond.
The court document conveying such a judgment is
called a decree of nullity.

Civil law varies from country to country, but most
nations, including the United States, require a separate
civil action of divorce or annulment to release the
couple from the civil marriage bond.
