 Exciting things have been happening with the Faith Formation programs here at St. Joseph-on-
Carrollton Manor.  Activities are planned throughout the summer months for Middle & High School, dates and 
times can be found on the Faith Formation bulletin board or www.stjoesbuckeystown.org 
33 youth are preparing for Confirmation this October and 37 children received First Communion in May.  
95 youth from 3yrs of age to 8th grade participated in our Summer Vacation Bible School this year.  
The Generations of Faith (GoF) program continues to expand in welcoming everyone, not just those families 
with children.  The parish has a new Mission Statement that continues to focus our activities on WORD, WORKS 
and WORSHIP.  
  

We, the parishioners of St. Joseph-on-Carrollton Manor, commit to passionately share the Gospel of Jesus  
with the community around us and to nourish our parish family through Eucharist, formation and service. 

 
The Parish Discipleship meetings and retreats held throughout this past year have gathered input from 
parishioners to help set our vision and plans as we continue to move forward.   Last but not least, tuition fees 
have been lowered this year in an effort to encourage 100% participation in one of our many Life Long Faith 
Formation opportunities offered throughout the parish.    Life Long Faith Formation does not stop at one 
particular age or sacrament it is a never ending of faith sharing and evangelizing with one another through the 
example of our daily lives.  The new fees are as follows:  No fee for adults.  The fee for each child/youth is $65 
for any program with a family cap of $195.  Sacramental Prep fees for Reconciliation & Eucharist are combined 
fee of $65 and Confirmation is $100 these are in addition to any Faith Formation fee. 
 This packet applies to all parishioners as an ongoing measure to keep our formation and sacramental 
records updated.  We ask ALL families with children/youth who are attending a Parochial or Public School to 
complete the blue registration form indicating the program(s) your family will be involved or the Catholic 
School they attend.  Keeping our records updated allows for better communication and understanding of the 
needs of the parish.  If your family is no longer registered with St. Joseph please call the office and notify 
Therese Kennedy, Administrative Assistant so your name can be removed from future correspondence.
