Word of Life 
 Health and Human Service’s new mandate for 
contraception/sterilization coverage … includes an incredibly 
narrow exemption for “religious employers” that protects 
almost no one.

End of Year Statements 
 Thank you for your generosity over the past year, which 
has made it possible to finance parish operations without 
interruption, to care for the facilities and property, and to 
enhance services and programs. When you use offertory 
envelopes or automatic giving (electronic funds transfer), 
your contribution amounts are recorded in the secure parish 
database. Loose cash and checks given in the collection are 
not recorded.  
 Each January, we use this information to create end-of-
year contributions statements that are required by the 
Internal Revenue Service. Specifically, the IRS requires the 
parish to send disclosure statements for one-time 
contributions of $250 or more and for quid pro quo 
contributions (made in exchange for goods or services). As a 
courtesy to our givers, we also will send a summary of all 
contributions made to the parish as recorded on the 
envelopes you use or the statements we receive about your 
automatic giving. These statements have now been 
mailed out. Please consult with a tax professional if you 
have questions about charitable contributions and tax 
records. 
 Again, thank you for your past financial support of your 
parish, and please know that your continued contributions 
will be greatly appreciated.

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PARTNERING WITH A PARISH IN HAITI 
 

The Diocese of Gonaives has few priests but a total 36 parishes.  Compare this with our smaller 
Archdiocese with 160 parishes and 153 priests.  As a result each parish has a tremendous 
territory and a single priest – most of whom do not even own a vehicle!  Each parish typically 
has one main parish church, usually in the largest population center of the parish, with four to 
five small chapels (missions) spread out in the smaller population centers of the parish.  These 
are usually very rudimentary places of worship often located in hard to reach parts of the country 
where roads either are non-existent or in disrepair. Some of these chapels are visited by the 
pastor only a few times a year.  Lay people trained as catechists and sacristans conduct religious 
services in the absence of a priest. 
 
The primary needs of a Haitian parish typically involve:  

 Nutrition: feeding programs for children in school 
 Health Care: clinical care and pharmacy assistance 
 Education: teacher salaries; tuition assistance, and building and maintaining school 

buildings 
 Evangelization: Catechist formation and the constructing or maintenance of the outlying 

chapels.   
 Administration: Internet access, office support, computer support 

 
Parishes in Baltimore assist their sister parishes by praying for their people, using part of their 
poor box offerings to assist their sister parish, and occasional special collections.  In some 
parishes a special outreach committee is formed.  There are also numerous opportunities to send 
volunteers to assist with direct service projects at our sister parish.  However the exact needs of 
our partner parish won’t be known until we have selected a partner and learned of their needs 
and desires. 
 
It is important to first develop a spiritual connection with our partner parish.  Only after starting a 
relationship at the spiritual level, will we be able to determine how we can help each other.  
Developing human and cultural ties is also very important.  We will do this through education of 
our respective congregations about each other; visits between the two parishes; and volunteer 
outreach.  Later will come identifying the financial needs of the Haitian parish and planning for 
how they can best be met, but there is no financial commitment.   
 
We have already met with Deacon Mortel on several occasions and members of the Social 
Justice Committee have committed to this project.  In March of next year, several members from 
St. Joseph’s will travel to Haiti with representatives from Holy Family and a member of the 
Office of Missions to visit two to three Haitian parishes.  Upon return they will report to the 
Social Justice Committee and Pastoral Leadership and make recommendations as to which parish 
to partner with.  
  
Fr. Frazier intends to involve the entire parish in this effort – it cannot be done by the 
Committee alone.  If you would like to learn more about this important effort, please call 
me at 301 473 8909 or send me an e-mail at pgsrausch@comcast.net.
